begin working with the inmates.  She will run those by Chief Rustin and 
then present to the board.

a.  DSAP 

1. DFA Audit – ongoing for the past two months, they had a site visit this 
week with 80% completion with no findings so far.  Audit was on how the 
grant monies are being spent. 

b. MDC 
1. Tom Swisstack 

1. Discussed the movement of inmates to different facilities, where 
and how many.   

2. The funding allotted for shipping will run out by November 2013. 
3. Recommendations are being made to help solve overcrowding 

issues.  Possibilities are to build another facility or expand the 
facility to increase capacity, renovate the old jail (RCC), continue 
to ship out of county at $12.5M a year, build a therapeutic 
community in the old jail (RCC) tear down building and use service 
providers. 

4. Justice Daniels presented a low bonds list to district and metro 
court on who we are holding. 

5. Addressing correction officer vacancies with a hiring blitz/plan 
6. Developing an educational campaign for the public on who is 

incarcerated at MDC and the cost to house.  Will be done through 
the public information officer’s.
