SW, at the corner of Bridge and 
Isleta in Bernalillo County Commission District 2.  
 
District 2 County Commissioner Art De La Cruz is proposing to change the name of Gateway Park to 
Dolores Huerta Park, in honor of Dolores Huerta, an activist and labor leader who co-founded what 
would become the United Farm Workers.  
 
Born in Colfax County New Mexico, Dolores Huerta is also known for working side-by-side with the late 
Cesar Chavez, in the 1960s, to advocate for farm workers.
