Booking, Releases, and Length of Stay

o Jail population is affected by two factors: how many people are booked and how long they stay.

e From August to September 2020, bookings increased 7.9%, from 1,544 bookings in August to 1,666
bookings in September. Releases also increased, from 1,505 in August to 1,618 in September, a 7.5%
increase.

e Bookings and releases in September 2020 were substantially lower September 2019. There were
2,263 bookings in September 2019 and 1,666 in July 2020, a 26.4% decrease. There were 2,211
releases in September 2019 and 1,618 in September 2020, a 26.8% decrease.

e The LOS in September 2020 was 26.0 days, 3.1 days less than the LOS of 29.1 days in August 2020,
a decrease of 10.8%. The LOS in September 2020 was 4.8 days more than the LOS of 21.2 in
September 2019, an increase of 22.6%.
